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1.0 SIMPLIFIED PROCEDURES IN MARITIME TRAFFIC 
1.1 General
The customs authorities of the Member State in whose territory a shipping company is established can authorise the establishment of a regular maritime transport with the agreement of the customs authorities of other Member States concerned on the basis of Articles 313a and 313b of Commission Regulation No 2454/93 laying down provisions for the implementation of Council Regulation No 2913/92 establishing the Community Customs Code (hereinafter referred to as: the Implementing Provisions, OJ L 253, 11.10.1993). Shipping companies authorised to perform regular shipping services will be able to apply for the use of simplified transit procedures level 1 or level 2 (see Articles 447 and 448 of the Implementing Provisions). 
1.2 Establishment of a regular shipping service
A regular shipping service means a regular service which carries goods in vessels that ply only between ports in the customs territory of the Community and may not come from, go to or stop at any points outside this territory or in a free zone of control type I in this territory (Article 313a of the Implementing Provisions).
 

The Community transit procedure is compulsory in respect of the goods carried by sea if they are carried by a regular shipping service authorised according to Articles 313a and 313b (Article 340e of the Implementing Provisions). With respect to Article 313b of the Implementing Provisions, a shipping company must obtain an authorisation issued by a customs authority
 

After receiving an application for the authorisation from a shipping company, the customs authority of the Member State in whose territory the company is established informs the customs authorities of the Member States concerned by the shipping service and asks for agreement in respect of the authorisation. In case no reply or objection is received from these customs authorities within the specified period of time, the competent customs authority, after having examined compliance with the conditions set for the authorisation, issues an authorisation which is accepted by other Member States concerned by the shipping service. 
1.3 Procedure for obtaining an authorisation 
Simplified transit procedures can be used by shipping companies performing regular shipping service and complying with the conditions laid down in Articles 447 or 448 of the Implementing Provisions. A customs authority may authorise a shipping company operating a significant number of voyages between the Member States of the Community to use the goods manifest as a transit declaration either varying according to the categories of goods (level 1) or for all types of goods in transit (level 2).
 

The procedure to obtain the authorisation to use simplified procedures - level 2 is the following: after receiving an application for the authorisation (the shipping company must specify in the application the countries and ports of departure and those of destination), the customs authorities of the Member State in whose territory a shipping company is established inform the customs authorities of other countries in whose territories the ports specified in the application are located. If no reply is received within the period of 60 days from the receipt of the application, the authorisation can be issued without the agreement of foreign customs authorities.
 

If shipping companies do not meet the conditions for the authorisation to use simplified transit procedures - level 2, they may obtain the authorisation to use simplified transit procedures of level 1 (Article 447 of the Implementing Provisions). 
2.0 SIMPLIFIED PROCEDURES FOR AIR TRAFFIC
2.1 General
A customs authority may authorise an airline operating a significant number of flights between the Member States of the Community (and / or EFTA) to use a single (electronic) manifest as a transit declaration transmitted by means of data-exchange systems between the airport of departure and that of destination. This is a simplified transit procedure – level 2 (Article 445 of the Implementing Provisions). Airlines may, however, also be authorised to use simplified transit procedures – level 1 (Article 444 of the Implementing Provisions), where they do not comply with the conditions to obtain the authorisation to use simplified transit procedures – level 2. In simplified transit procedures – level 1, an airline may use the goods manifest in paper form as a transit declaration. 
2.2 Procedure for obtaining an authorisation
An application for the authorisation to use simplified procedures in air traffic is submitted with the Financial Office Ljubljana. 
  

If an airline uses simplified procedures, no guarantee needs to be lodged. 
 

After receiving an application for authorisation from an airline (which must specify in the application countries and airports of destination), the General Financial Office notifies the customs authorities of other Member States in whose territories the airports linked by electronic data exchange systems and specified in the application are situated. In case no objection is received from these customs authorities within 60 days of the date of notification, the General Financial Office issues the authorisation.
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
